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INTRODUCTION 
 
This Club Secretary's Manual has been compiled by Motorcycling Victoria as part of its ongoing assistance to 
affiliated clubs and promoters in the administration of motorcycle sport. 
 
The information, instructions and notes contained in the /ƭǳō {ŜŎǊŜǘŀǊȅΩǎ aŀƴǳŀƭ are intended to assist Club 
personnel associated with the day-to-day conduct of Club activities and the organisation of competition meetings. 
 
The format of the Manual has been designed to make the task of the administrator easier.  Each section has been 
separated and shown alphabetically and by page number in the index. 
 
As and when senior Club personnel change, this /ƭǳō {ŜŎǊŜǘŀǊȅΩǎ Manual should be handed on to newly selected 
Committee Members.  This will minimise problems associated with incorrect applications and/or fees. 
 
The Manual will be updated on an annual basis to ensure that clubs are kept aware of changes to procedures and/or 
policy. 
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1. AFFILIATION 
 
1.1. Every affiliated club shall pay to Motorcycling Victoria an annual fee as determined by the 

Motorcycling Victoria Board, on recommendation from the Finance Committee. 
 

The affiliation fee, together with a list of club office bearers and a complete list of registered club 
members (including contact details), should be forwarded to Motorcycling Victoria by 1 July each 
year. 
 

NOTE: Registered club members shall be financial, life, associate, etc. members whose name(s) 
appear on the register of the club. 
 
 

1.2. ANNUAL FEES PAYABLE BY ALL AFFILIATED CLUB

5.1. Any club or promoter can apply for calendar dates on which to promote Open competitions.

5.2. Cancellation of a Victorian Championship event will incur an automatic fine of $1100.00.

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5.3. It is desirable that details of proposed meetings which are part of a local festival be submitted with 
the application. 
 

Applications should also be accompanied by written permission of the land owner(s), leasee(s) or 
circuit/property manager(s) concerning the proposed meeting. 
 
 

 

6. PERMITS 
 

6.1. Every application for a Permit must be made on the official Permit Application Form and be 
accompanied by the appropriate fee. This applies for all types of meetings. 
 

6.2. OPEN MEETINGS 
Permit Applications for all Open Meetings must be forwarded to Motorcycling Victoria, with a copy 
of the draft Supplementary Regulations (via hard copy or email), no less than FOUR (4) WEEKS 
PRIOR to the date of the proposed meeting. 

 

6.3. INTERCLUB MEETINGS 
Permit Applications for all Interclub Meetings must be forwarded to Motorcycling Victoria no less 
than TWO (2) WEEKS PRIOR to the date of the proposed meeting. 
 

6.4. CLOSED-TO-CLUB MEETINGS 
 Applications for all club meetings throughout the year may be made at the start of the year by 1 
January on one Permit Application Form, with the appropriate fees lodged. 

 

 Alternatively single club meeting Permit Applications can still be lodged and must be forwarded to 
Motorcycling Victoria at least TWO (2) WEEKS PRIOR to the date of the proposed meeting.

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7. INSURANCE 
Insurance has been a major issue not only for 
Motorcycling Australia but for most other 
sporting organisations.

7.1. GROUP AND INDIVIDUAL PERSONAL ACCIDENT POLICY 

The Group & Individual Personal Accident insurance policy covers all competitors, organisers, officials, 
marshals, licence holders, members, volunteers, employees, directors and committee members against 
injury whilist competing, engaged in and/or attending race events, practice sessions, functions and other 
offcially organised activities.

7.2. PRIMARY GENERAL AND PRODUCTS LIABILITY POLICY

injury to any person, damage to property or advertising injury as a result of an occurrence happening in 
connection with the business of MA and it's State/Territory bodies.

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8. TRACK LICENCES 
 

8.1. Tracks to be used for competitions must be licensed. Venues used for Cross Country, Enduro and 
Trials are not subject to this requirement. 
 

8.2. Temporary venues to be used for Trail Rides, Enduro and Trials events must apply for a Temporary 
Venue Registration. A Temporary Venue Registration Form can be downloaded from the 
Motorcycling Victoria website. 
 

8.3. A Track Licence Application Form can be obtained from the Motorcycling Victoria Office, or the 
Motorcycling Victoria website, and once completed with ALL details correctly listed should be 
forwarded to Motorcycling Victoria, accompanied by the appropriate Track Licence fee. 

 

8.4. A Track Licence is valid only to and including 31 December in the year of issue, or for a lesser period 
as may be listed on the Track Licence. 

 

8.5. TRACK LICENCE FEES

Supercross - $660 Speedway - $350 
 

NOTE: An application for a Permit to promote an event will not be issued until such time as a Track 
Licence, where applicable, has been issued for the venue intended for such use. 

 

 

9. LICENSES 
 

9.1. COMPETITION LICENCE APPLICATIONS 
 

9.1.1. Applications for a competition Licence must be made on the correct Licence Application 
Form and forwarded to Motorcycling Victoria. 
 

Ambulance Membership is compulsory for all competition Licence holders. 
 

It is strongly recommended that the rider takes out insurance to cover medical expenses and 
loss of wages. 
 

9.1.2. First Time Licence Applications must be accompanied by:

NOTE: First time applicants must complete the First Time Licence Test before a licence can be 
issued. This test is contained within the Getting Started in Motorcycle Sport booklet. This 
booklet will be mailed to the applicant upon receipt of his/her Licence Application Form. 
 

9.1.3. Renewal Licence Applications must be accompanied by:

9.1.4. Club Secretaries should ensure that all fields of the Licence Application Form are completed 
correctly before endorsing the application. Any incorrectly completed or incomplete 
applications may be returned to the sender. 
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9.1.5. Licenses are normally applied for and issued via Australia Post. Please allow up to fourteen 
(14) days for processing. 

 
9.2. PRODUCTION OF COMPETITION LICENCE 

Competitors are required to produce their current competition Licence on demand at ANY meeting 
at which they compete.  

 

9.3. ONE EVENT LICENSES 
One Event Licenses are available to clubs in books of ten (10) which must be purchased and pre-paid 
via the MV Office. Riders are to produce proof of Ambulance membership before issue. One Event 
Licenses are only to be used at Closed-to-Club and Interclub events ONLY. 

 

9.4. OFFICIALS LICENSES 
 An application for an Officials Licence, or renewal of same, must be accompanied by: 
 

¶ Completed Officials Licence Application Form ς the applicant does not need to be a 
registered member of an affiliated club. 

¶ Applicant must state the type of Official (i.e. Clerk of Course, Race Secretary) and 
Level (i.e. Level 2 or Level 3) they wish to be licensed at. 

   

NOTE: Only Officials as listed in the Manual of Motorcycle Sport can be licensed. Event workers (i.e. 
canteen staff, gate keepers etc) are not required to hold Officials Licenses.

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9.6. NOTES 
 

9.6.1. All licenses, except Track Licenses, expire twelve (12) months from the date of issue. 
 

9.6.2. An Open Competition Licence (Senior or Junior National) entitles the holder to participate in 
any authorised competition under the jurisdiction of Motorcycling Australia. 

 

9.6.3. A Conditional Competition Licence (Senior or Junior Club) entitles the holder to participate in 
Closed-to-Club and Interclub competitions only, under the jurisdiction of Motorcycling 
Australia. 

 

9.6.4. Riders must obtain a Competition Licence prior to submitting an Entry Form for an event. 
Entries which do not quote a Licence Number may be null and void. 

 

9.6.5. Applications which are incomplete and/or incorrect may be returned to the sender for 
rectification, with suitable advice as to the particular fault(s).

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11. MOTORCYCLING VICTORIA LEVIES AND FEES 
 

11.1. RIDER ACCIDENT INSURANCE 
Insurance premiums have been incorporated into the annual licence fee. The scheme covers capital 
benefits and disability and a range of other injury benefits, as listed in the GCRs. 
 

THE WEEKLY INCOME BENEFIT DOES NOT EXIST AS PART OF THIS INSURANCE SCHEME 
 

Note: 
 

i. Injured riders must report to the First Aid Centre immediately after injury; 
 

ii. All injuries must be lodged or detailed on the Motorcycling Victoria Injury Report Form and 
handed to the Steward at the end of the meeting; 

 

iii. Claims or notice of intention to claim should be lodged with the Motorcycling Victoria Office 
within fourteen (14) days of the accident. 

 

iv. Claim forms will be provided on application to the Motorcycling Victoria office. 
 

v. Weekly compensation benefits can be purchased if required ς contact Aon Insurance on 03

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13. GENERAL COMPETITION RULES 
One delegate from each State Controlling Body (SCB) in Australia form the Motorcycling Australia Council 
and with an independant President, meet annually to review General Competition Rules (GCR) for 
motorcycle sport.

At the beginning of each year, every person with a current licence of any form will be mailed a new Manual 
of Motorcycle Sport by Motorcycling Australia. 
 

Further to that, each first time applicant that year will be mailed a Manual of Motorcycle Sport with their 
licence card by Motorcycling Victoria. 
 

a) RULE CHANGES 
Feedback on current rules is sent through to the relevant Commissions, either through one of the 
Commissioners themselves, the Commission Chair or the Manager ς Commissions and Committees 
at MA. 
 

To put forward a suggested rule amendment of rule inclusion, see the Rule Amendment or Inclusion 
Form on page 41 of the 2010 Manual of Motorcycle Sport. 
 

If the relevant Commission decides to pursue this rule feedback further, it will open the issue up to

Depending on the input, the Commission will then either scrap the proposal or make an official 
recommendation with the wording of change put forward through the Manager ς Commissions and 
Committees. 
 

The suggested rule change is then added on to the agenda of the following MA Board meeting by the 
Manager ς Commissions and Committees. The MA Board will then decide to accept or reject the 
proposed rule change. 
 

If rejected, this will be reflected in the Board Minutes and Board Report ς the latter which will 
become available for public viewing at the MA Reports section of the MA website ς www.ma.org.au.  
 

If accepted, the rule will appear as bold as an amended rule in the Manual of Motorcycle Sport for 
the following year.

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14. STATE MOTORCYCLE SPORTS COMPLEX ς BROADFORD 
The State Motorcycle Sports Complex at Broadford is a 350 hectare property owned entirely by 
Motorcycling Victoria. 
 

The venue is the only venue of its kind in Australia, containing tracks for Motocross, Road Race, Speedway, 
Dirt Track, Supercross, Trials and Enduro. 
 

The venue is run by the Broadford Manager (Patrick Fletcher) and has two groundskeepers employed to 
keep the facility in good condition.
